In addition to formal classes, learning experiences outside
the classroom such as practicum and site visits to local or
overseas catering companies and food factories will be
arranged. Students can therefore be better prepared for
their careers upon graduation;

e Guest seminars will be arranged for academic progression
and career advancement. Local and overseas scholars or
food and nutrition practitioners will be invited as speakers
to provide useful information about studies pathways, work
experiences and career preparation;

Each student will carry out an integrated food research and
development project in the final year. Through practice,
students will be able to master the key elements of food
development planning and perform innovative food research
to a professional standard.
