This programme covers essential healthcare and rehabilitation knowledge, focusing on the following pillars: nursing, occupational
therapy and physiotherapy. It equips students with a wide range of knowledge and practical skills required to provide nursing and
rehabilitation care for older adults and people with disabilities at the paraprofessional level. A Rehabilitation Skills Laboratory is set
up to facilitate students' learning in the conduction of practical assessments, patient care and rehabilitation activities.

In each academic year, students will be placed with different institutions or healthcare facilities for experiential learning placement. It
allows students to work collaboratively with allied health or rehabilitation professionals and apply the acquired theoretical knowledge
and practical skills to a work environment. Host organisations include the rehabilitation and elderly service units under Po Leung Kuk,
Oasis Group nursing homes and the day care service units under Woopie Club.

Our graduates are prepared to be health care paraprofessionals; they may join the local health care industry as occupational therapy
assistants, physiotherapy assistants or rehabilitation therapy assistants, in providing direct care and professional services to patients
and individuals who require rehabilitation.

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What are the differences between Associate Degree and Higher
Diploma programmes?

Both Associate Degree and Higher Diploma programmes equip students with generic
skills, knowledge in specialised disciplines and practical vocational skills. In general,
Associate Degree programmes put more emphasis on general education, while Higher
Diploma programmes put more focus on the knowledge in specialised disciplines.
Both awards are considered equivalent and eligible to apply for bachelor's degree
programmes offered by local or overseas universities, or civil services positions.

How is the teaching and learning in the College?

The Colleges adopts a variety of instructional activities to deliver our courses.
Depending on the nature of the courses, the activities we use including, for example,
face-to-face classroom meetings, laboratories, practical sessions, company Vvisits,
seminars, workshops and training camps. Online learning is also used as a means of
our course delivery. It is supported by different platforms, like SOUL, Virtual Classroom,
Zoom, to conduct learning activities as appropriate.

The COVID-19 situation may still be fluid and constantly affect class arrangements in
the coming months. The health and safety of our students is always our top priority.
To ensure that students’ academic progress is not affected, the College may substitute
face-to-face classes with online teaching if necessary in the event that face-to-face
classes cannot be held.

How many semesters are there per academic year?

An academic year consists of two semesters. Each semester consists of about 15 weeks.
An examination period of 2 to 3 weeks follows the end of teaching.

How many hours / days do | have to attend classes in a week?

Usually, students have 15 hours of classes per week. Classes are running between
9:00a.m. and 6:00p.m. Monday through Friday, and between 9:00a.m. and 1:00pm
on Saturday. Students do not have to remain on the campus when there is no class.

Is there any exemption from courses?

If a student is academically unable to take a certain course, the College may permit him/
her to take another course in lieu. For example, a student educated overseas who has
not received sufficient training in Chinese Language may apply for exemption from the
compulsory Chinese Language courses.

What is the assessment system?

Student performance in a course is assessed by a combination of continuous
assessments and examinations. Continuous assessments include course works, tests
and group projects.
