Learning exposures in real healthcare settings not only
provide students with an eye-opening experience to understand
community perspectives, these also enhance and broaden their
interests in global health issues.

Graduates can develop their career in areas such as the
operations of private healthcare groups, frontline services of
medical specialist centres and programme administration of
community health sector.
